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Special Preventive Measures for Campus Visits during COVID-19

To safeguard the well-being of the school community and prevent the risk of cross-infection,
the following measures are implemented for all visitors to the school:

1. The latest requirements of “Vaccine Pass” applicable to school premises are to be
complied.
2. Only the Kimberley Entrance is open for access.
3. At the entrance, all visitors are required to:
- check body temperature,
- use the “LeaveHomeSafe” mobile application to scan the QR code displayed, and
- fill in a health declaration form.
