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Our school was founded in 1900 by Canossian Sisters of the Canossian Daughters of 

Charity, with an extremely modest beginning. The school started with only two 

classrooms for boys and girls in response to the need for a school in Tsim Sha Tsui, 

Kowloon. The small school admitted 30 pupils and was named St. Mary’s School. The 

small beginning developed rapidly as population in Kowloon grew.  

 

In 1960, student enrolment was 2500 including the Primary Section. In the same year, the 

Secondary Section was named “St. Mary’s Canossian College”, a grant-in-aid school for 

girls from age 12 to 18 ; the Primary Section was renamed “St. Mary’s Canossian School”. 

At present, the student population in the secondary school is around 1,000, from Form 

One to Form Six.  

 

With our constant commitment to quality education and promotion of the whole person, 

our school puts emphasis on continuous and all round development in our curricular and 

co-curricular programmes. The school management adopts a publicly accountable system 

for decision making, stressing a participatory and collaborative approach to policy making 

involving the whole staff and in particular, at the policy making level of the Senior 

Administration Team, and the School Middle Management Committee. On important 

issues such as the use of various types of grants, teachers’ opinions are solicited before 

reaching the final decision.  

 

In her effort to develop each person to her fullest, the school offers a great variety of 

academic and cultural subjects as well as co-curricular activities to enable students to 

grow and learn those skills which are essential in today’s world. More than ninety percent 

of St. Mary’s graduates are qualified for entry into local universities after Form 6, though 

a number of them prefer to go abroad to the UK, the USA, Canada and Australia for 

further studies.  
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Major Concern 1 - To groom students as positive and effective lifelong self-directed learners 

 

Achievements 

1. To empower students' lifelong learning skills and promote self-directed learning in and beyond lessons 

 Workshops organised by the Quality School Improvement Project (QSIP) from CUHK have enriched 

our teacher’s knowledge of developing students’ lifelong learning skills. Teachers have acquired good 

practices and applied them in their lessons. They can facilitate students to do revision more effectively 

after class.  

 The CUHK-QSIP Team has provided valuable strategies to help all Heads of Departments and 

additionally supported the core and some other subjects to further develop teaching materials to equip 

students with note-taking skills and create opportunities for peer learning and collaboration. These 

departments have shared their strategies and collected students’ work and notes to demonstrate the 

good practices to other subject departments in late August, setting good examples for other subjects to 

follow suit and devise appropriate learning tasks and materials. 

 Form 1 Class Teachers have guided their classes to prepare for the examinations and evaluate with 

their classes after the Organised Tests (OT) and Examinations.  Senior students have also been invited 

to share their coping strategies with the F.1 students. Our students have learnt to plan and schedule 

time for revision and also reflected on their OT and Examination results to seek improvements and 

advice from their teachers and parents and make necessary changes.  

 Other than implementing the above practices in their own departments, some subject departments have 

worked further with other departments to provide students with meaningful learning opportunities by 

integrating various subject knowledge and skills. Students have largely benefitted from group learning 

and also sharing their presentations with others. 

2. To create a positive e-learning environment conducive to student engagement and peer learning 

 A positive e-learning environment has been built to facilitate daily learning and teaching activities. 

Not only have the classroom facilities been upgraded, but also all junior students have obtained easy 

access to learning devices via the implementation of the “Bring Your Own Device” scheme. Our 

teachers have also been ready to make good use of the e-learning tools to enhance their teaching and 

learning activities in and outside class. It has been observed that students have now become more 

engaged in class and make use of multimodal resources to enrich their learning.  

 With the extensive use of online learning apps and platforms, our teachers have become more aware 

of students’ learning needs and progress. More timely and effective feedback has been offered by both 

teachers and students. Other than formal formative assessments, peer and self-assessments have 

allowed students to share learning with others in and outside class more often.  

 More students have made effective use of their devices and various apps to organize their learning, 

develop study and revision skills and methods as well as build positive learning habits before, during 

and after lessons.  

 Our teachers are now better equipped with the necessary skills and knowledge about using online tools 

to facilitate their teaching and conduct lessons effectively through collaborative lesson planning, 

school visits, attending workshops and enrichment courses throughout the year. 
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Reflection 

1.  To empower students' lifelong learning skills and promote self-directed learning in and beyond lessons  

 Through participating in various CUHK-QSIP workshops and courses, our teachers are now more 

prepared to deploy various strategies to facilitate students to plan and revise their learning and further 

recognize the importance of promoting self-directed learning in students.  

 We will continue to encourage our teachers to create room for students to learn from their peers and 

facilitate students to make effective use of notes and other tools to organize and enhance their learning. 

We are also pleased to witness students, especially in the junior levels, to utilize these skills in planning 

and improving their studies during class sharing at the end of the term. 

 The focus on self-directed learning has directed our teachers to review and evaluate their teaching 

strategies further, in the hope of increasing our learning and teaching effectiveness. 

2.  To create a positive e-learning environment conducive to student engagement and peer learning 

 Subject departments and teachers have disseminated and sustained good practices in using online 

resources and teaching tools to improve their teaching quality. We will continue to conduct 

professional exchanges within and beyond our school and build momentum in our quest to enhance 

our professional capacity. In view of new tools like Artificial Intelligence (AI), we will explore the use 

of AI technology to aid our teaching and facilitate students to learn with it. 

 Since students are getting used to direct and monitor their own learning, we hope to provide them with 

the necessary skills and knowledge to select suitable methods for themselves so that they can attain 

the goals set and fit their learning needs and styles. 

 

Feedback and Follow-up 

 How to help students to learn on their own will continue to be one of the essential goals to achieve in the 

coming three-year cycle. Having made a strong beginning, we would like to involve all subject departments 

to share a part in fostering regular and effective study skills and habits in our students. Note-taking and 

other effective learning habits are to be incorporated in lessons and other parts of learning routines. 

 Class teachers also play a crucial role in facilitating students to regulate and evaluate their learning; as such, 

support to junior levels like F2 and F3 class teachers will be provided so that they can help monitor students’ 

learning progress and offer timely advice on their studies. 

 The wide use of elearning devices and online learning platforms is conducive to enhancing our teaching 

and learning processes. Studens’ generic skills and other skills contributing to lifelong learning are to be 

our focuses in curriculum design and planning.  
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Major Concern 2 - Promoting Student Wellness through  

Cultivating a Positive School Culture and Environment 

 

Achievements 

 

1. To further implement positive education by incorporating into students’ learning experiences 

It is one of our school’s priorities to promote wellness to students and enhance their awareness of it. The 

concept of positive education has been incorporated into students’ learning experiences in which students 

explore and understand their character strength, positive emotions, engagement, as well as live a life 

with relationship, meaning, accomplishment and health (the PERMAH model).  

 As in the previous years of the 3-year cycle, relaxation programmes were organized to encourage 

students to take care of their mental wellness. Art-based porgrammes and leisure group game sessions 

were arranged in class periods, during lunch hours or after school to cater for different groups of 

students.  

 The school-based positive education curriculum was enriched for suiting the needs of the students:  

o F.1 – Understanding character strength 

o F.2 – Self-image 

o F.3 – Growth mindset and positive meaning  

o F.4 - Flow 

o F.5 – Positive emotions and handling stress 

 It has been a long history of the School to have SMUD Day, where students and teachers participate 

in group challenges together. Together with the class periods led by the Class Union, these were 

precious moments for both students and teachers as they could strengthen bonding and build supportive 

relationships through these activities.  

 The collaborative efforts between teams and departments in promoting positive emotions via student 

activities helped students to express their emotions by learning more terms of emotions.  

 On top of the club activities, CCA clubs took part in the school’s Christmas Fun Fair and National 

Education Activity Days and organized game booths to promote the themes. Not only did the student-

led programmes create a joyous and fun experience for the participants, the organizing students also 

enjoyed the experiences as they have their creativity and potentials showcased.   

 Programmes were arranged on the Activity days for students of different potential, for example, 

bouldering, outdoor cooking, overnight leadership training camp, etc.  Students experienced the sense 

of achievement in these learning experiences and they found it rewarding despite the challenges 

encountered.    

 Through the leadership training camps for student leaders, the senior students understood more about 

themselves, especially in unfamiliar settings, and the importance of communication and collaboration 

in the team.  

 Students were given opportunities to explore the career world via the School’s Mentorship Programme. 

Besides, through the visits, partnership programmes with tertiary institutions, taster programmes or 

internship programmes at government departments or corporations of different sectors and professions, 

students further set career goals for future endeavours.    

 The various aesthetic and sports programmes and competitions inside and outside school were other 

precious learning experiences to allow students to understand their character strengths and to find 

meaning when going through the hiccups of the training and learning journey.      

 To provide support to parents for building a good rapport with their daughters, workshops on 

mindfulness and aromatherapy were organized for parents. Besides, several parent-child workshops 

and activities such as dim-sum making classes and visiting elderly who live alone were arranged to 

strengthen the communication between the parents and daughters. It was observed that they learnt to 

show more appreciation towards each other which is essential for positive and healthy relationships.  
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2. To foster students’ positive values and attitudes through extended learning and reflection 

The School places emphasis in values education and character building.  

 Under the theme “We are the salt and the light”, religious groups promoted good values and good 

deeds to students, encouraging students to actively influence others in a positive way.   

 F.3-6 classes and different student teams shared and promoted different topics related to positive values 

in the whole-school morning assemblies. Canossian values and those from the EDB framework were 

included. The “Speech under the Flag” led by student teams allowed students to learn and appreciate 

the latest developments in our country.  

 The classroom board decoration as well as the inter-house board decoration competition were themed 

around positive values. All levels of students took part in promoting the values from their perspectives 

and experiences.   

 Students’ positive attitudes were fostered through the weekly reflective practice of the daily 

circumstances that are relevant to them. In addition, students also reflected upon their learning in the 

extended learning outside classroom. The post-activity reflection practice was implemented with 

selected activities.  To equip teachers with the skills of doing post-activity reflection, a Professional 

Development Programme was conducted.  

 The Appreciation Corner, “Stars of the Week” and the Conduct Merits were platforms highly utilized 

by teachers to show commendation to students, which helped to reinforce students’ behaviour and 

efforts in demonstrating positive values and attitudes.  

 Students learnt outside classrooms in student activities of different nature, including house activities, 

leadership training, experiential learning activities and post-exam activities. These activities allowed 

students to learn and present themselves in real-life settings.  

 Community services continue to arouse students’ awareness towards the needs of different vulnerable 

groups in society. Students learnt to organize and lead the services with confidence under teachers’ 

guidance, and to serve with empathy.  

 Various teams organized age-appropriate programmes and outings to instill positive values and 

attitudes among students, e.g.: 

o Goal setting and life planning 

o Healthy eating and healthy living 

o Proper attitudes towards sex-related issues 

o Positive relationships with peers and with parents 

o Environmental education workshops  

o Cleaning up the rural area  

o Seminar on anti-drugs 

o Talk on Chinese Opera 

o Visit to the Hong Kong Palace Museum 

o Sign Language workshop 
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Reflection 

Promoting students wellness was a collaborative effort at class level, activity level and the whole school level.  

 The numerous school internal activities were valuable resources for promoting student wellness. Class 

unity also laid solid foundation for students to build positive relationships with others.  

 The implementation of the school-based curriculum was reviewed yearly. As the class teachers would need 

to conduct the lessons, professional development programmmes were needed in order to equip teachers of 

the needed skills and mindset. The timeline of review was considered suitable. The review would be 

continued to suit students’ changing needs. Yet, due to the limited sessions of class periods, challenges on 

how to maintain the curriculum arose. 

 It was observed and discussed that students could not transfer what they learnt from the positive education 

lessons to their daily life. It may be necessary for class teachers to give constant reminders to students, e.g. 

via individual coaching.  

 The nature of activities in the informal curriculum could be more challenging and there could be a wider 

variety of activities. Topics and programmes should be arranged with the aim of keeping students abreast 

of the challenges and the skills required in the 21st century. 

 

Feedback and Follow-up 

With reference to the above “Achievements” and “Reflection” of the Major Concerns, the following 

suggestions are to be considered in the next 3-year cycle.   

 Achieving wellness requires more than being mentally healthy. Physical health, social health and spiritual 

health are equally important components contributing to one’s wellness. Placing emphasis on healthy 

lifestyle in the domains mentioned above could help to achieve wellness to a greater extent.  

 While values education remains important in nurturing students, helping students to find a sense of purpose 

in their experiences and reflect upon their aspirations could motivate them further, which helps to increase 

their sense of ownership and autonomy.  

 In order to keep students abreast of the changing needs in society, students should be well prepared to 

embrace future challenges by equipping themselves with generic skills and life skills. 
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Reports of Committees & Teams 

A. Learning and Teaching 

Learning & Teaching Section 

 The school theme of the year was to groom students as positive and effective lifelong self-directed learners. 

Students were guided by their subject teachers and class teachers to review their learning and set 

corresponding goals and plans for different subjects and overall learning path. Other than planning their 

own educational journey, peer learning and eLearning were also promoted to enhance their learning 

effectiveness. 

 The first major concern of this year was to empower students with lifelong learning skills and promote self-

directed learning in and beyond lessons. Students have been equipped with the essential study skills to 

review their learning during and after lessons. While they were taught to take notes in core subjects and 

other academic subjects to organise their learning more effectively, their class teachers guided them to plan 

their revision before examinations and review the results afterwards. Study habits and strategies were hence 

shared to facilitate their reflection and planning. Form 1 and Form 3 students’ sharing on skills learnt from 

core subjects and Life & Society respectively with their classmates in Class Periods illustrated their mastery 

of such skills and forming of good study habits. In addition, these subject teachers shared their good 

practices of developing relevant teaching resources in the sharing session led by CUHK-QSIP team in 

August 2024 and inspired other subjects to follow suit.  

 The second major concern was to create a positive e-learning environment conducive to student engagement 

and peer learning. Having the facilities upgraded (e.g. Interactive Flat Panel Displays and Ceramic 

Whiteboards) in all Forms 1-3 classrooms, students have been offered increasing opportunities to engage 

in eLearning activities, together with the use of iPads. In their class learning activities and assignments, 

peer learning and assessment were evident, other than receiving the usual teachers’ feedback. Students 

benefited immensely from instant search and feedback while exposing to a variety of multimodal resources 

inside and outside classrooms. 

 According to the Education Bureau Schools Value-added Information System (SVAIS) Report 2023 which 

indicates the value added (VA) academic performance of schools in the HKDSE, our VA scores of the four 

core subjects are higher than those schools with similar intake.  The VA score of the best core subject is 

Liberal Studies (2.54). The VA score of the best elective subject is Chemistry (1.17). 

 The Academic Assessment & Advancement Team has continued to provide data analysis of student 

performance in the HKDSE and territory–wide system assessments at Pre S1 and S3 levels to trace and 

diagnose student’s abilities so that suitable measures can be formulated to bring about desirable learning 

outcomes.   

 The Assessment Monitoring Team has continued to conduct quality assurance inspection on all assessment 

papers. Special attention has been given to the level of difficulty of different sections in an assessment 

paper and the variety of question types to cater for learner diversity. 

 

Language Environment Support Team 

 To maintain high standards in use of language on campus, the team has regularly helped polish students’ 

delivery skills and language needed for making announcements, conducting class sharing during the 

morning assemblies and delivering the Speech Under the Flag at the Flag Raising Ceremony. The team has 

also trained students to be masters of ceremonies at school events. Students are expected to use proper and 

accurate language and to deliver information with confidence.  

 The English Language Centre (ELC) has organized regular lunchtime and theme-based activities led by the 

NET and English Prefects for both junior and senior form students. The ELC has also invited a number of 

speakers of different professions to conduct sharing and workshops for students in English. 

 The English Speech & Debate Club has organized language-related activities like debating workshops, 

speech-related game booths and inter-class debate competitions to boost proficiency.  

 To promote reading and to celebrate the World Book Day, the Reading Team and the English Department 

worked together to organize an event in April. The event consisted of book displays, an exhibition of 

students’ good works related to reading, as well as interactive activities for junior form students.  
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 To continue the passion and enthusiasm for the annual School Drama Production, the English Department 

has organized the “Dreaming of Drama” English-speaking activity. Game booths about the School Drama 

and Shakespeare’s plays led by the English Prefects were held during lunch to foster a culturally rich 

language environment.   

 Throughout the year, both junior and senior students have actively participated in a wide range of English 

writing and speaking activities, and competitions related to creative writing, poetry, radio drama, debate 

and public speaking. A considerable number of students obtained distinguished awards in these contests.

入，校園洋溢著一片團圓和諧的歡樂氣氛。 

 

Reading and Thinking Enhancement Team 

 To echo the school theme, “Appreciating Life with Gratitude, Fostering Love with Respect, Nourishing Growth 

with Commitment”, a book reflection competition was held.  Students were free to write reflections on books 

which encourage them to be grateful, respectful and committed.  Ten students were awarded for their 

outstanding entries. 

 To make good use of the daily Reading Time, the “Guideline for Teachers during the Reading Time” was 

compiled and distributed to all Class Teachers.  It includes prescribed reading texts from the Chinese KLA, 

English KLA, PSHE KLA and Science KLA for students for specific dates.  For example, the PSHE KLA 

collaborated with the Civic Education Team in preparing reading materials for the designated days specified in 

the EDB Event Calendar of National Education.   

 Subject teachers would tie in these reading materials with their curriculum.  For example, when teaching the 

French Revolution 1789 to F.2 students, relevant reading materials about the execution of King Louis XVI with 

bonus tasks were provided to students to motivate interest and encourage self-learning. 

 F.1 and F.2 classes were invited to hold class-based sharing during the Reading Time. They were free to share a 

suitable reader to classmates.   From the reflection forms, it was observed that students showed interest in such 

sharing and found it easier to understand the readers. 

 “Reading across Curriculum” was promoted.  The Reading and Thinking Enhancement Team collaborated with 

the Integrated Science Department and Science and Astronomy Club to promote STEM education.  An activity 

about the Hologram was successfully held on the 29th November 2023, in which participants had to read a 

passage about lighting, answer Kahoot questions and then make use of the hologram and iPads to understand the 

visual effect of hologram. 

 There were game booths to promote the World Book Day during the lunch time on the 23rd April 2024.  This 

activity was jointly organized with the English Department and the ELC.  Participants enjoyed the games and 

received prizes after completing simple tasks.    

 The Reading Award Scheme continues to serve as an incentive to encourage reading, especially among junior 

form students.  A school-based Reading Journal was published by which students can record their reading 

evidence throughout the year.  Students can upload these reading records onto the Reading Team google 

classroom to take part in the Reading Award Scheme in which their efforts will be recognized. Meanwhile, the 

Extensive Reading Award Scheme also encourages students to borrow books from the School Library and ELC. 

 Library Prefects and Reading Ambassadors have made book recommendations regularly during the morning 

assemblies throughout the year.  Detailed recommendations have been placed under “Reading in St. Mary’s” 

on Instagram. This year the selected books were: 

- 強風吹拂 (作者:三浦紫苑) 
- A Good Girl’s Guide to Murder (by Holly Jackson)  

- 繼父 (作者: 宮部美幸) 
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 Our students also obtained pleasing results in external reading activities: 

- Two students took part in the ReadQuest Chinese & English Reading Challenges and Competition 

(organized by the Irish Chamber of Commerce of Hong Kong) and were ranked in the top 15% of the Year 

Group.

 The theme of the school library this year was “Hail the books, blast off to a Learning Adventure”, emphasizing 

the excitement of reading. 

 The Annual Book Exhibition was held in February 2023.  It provided a channel for students, teachers and 

parents to choose suitable readers. Some books were specially recommended by the Chinese and English 

teachers. Folders designed by the Library Prefects Team were distributed as souvenirs at the event. 

 

National Education 

To further strengthen national education and enhance our students’ sense of national identity, the school adopts a 

whole school approach and involves all teaching staff and stakeholders to jointly promote national education. The 

Steering Committee of National Security Education (NSE), comprising heads of various administrative and academic 

teams, planned the implementation of national education in school. The elements of NSE have been integrated 

organically into and connected naturally with the relevant curriculum contents of different subjects. In addition, 

various school-based activities were organized for the whole school during ‘The National Education Activity Week’ 

held in April. Besides, our students were encouraged to participate in national education activities at territory-wide 

and national levels. The following table summarizes the major activities held in the year:

S.T.E.A.M. Education 

 The S.T.E.A.M. Team collaborated with the I.S. Department, the I.C.T. Department, and the V.A. 

Department in developing a cross-subject syllabus called "Artificial Intelligence Plant Recognizer." This 

syllabus focuses on design thinking and self-directed learning for all F.1 students. During the project, F.1 

students applied the observation skills they learned in Visual Art lessons and integrated their knowledge from 

I.S. lessons to explore the history, culture, and people within the school and Hong Kong through a treasure 

hunt and presentation. The concepts taught in I.S. and V.A. lessons were further expanded upon and 

connected to I.C.T. lessons, where students utilized AI technology to solve problems related to plant 

recognition and everyday life situations. In the I.C.T. lessons, all students learned about AI concepts and 

used Teachable Machine to build their own AI models. The lessons also included discussions on the moral 

implications of using AI.  

 Our school was privileged to be speakers on the topics of "Science and Innovation Education of BeiDou 

Satellite Navigation System" and "AI Plant Identification App" at the Learning & Teaching Expo 2023. Our 

teachers, Ms. Jenny Chan, Mr. Benedict Kwok, and Ms. Janice Lo, presented the latest S.T.E.A.M. 

developments in our school. Additionally, Ms. Angel Chan and Mr. Andrew Yee presented the F.1 cross-

subject curriculum, while our students Nicole Ng (5E) and Abbie Wong (5F) were honoured to share their 

S.T.E.A.M. invention with the public in the afternoon of the 15th December 2023, at the Hong Kong 

Convention and Exhibition Centre.  

 Our school was invited to showcase our invention at the Gerontech and Innovation Expo cum Summit 2023. 

Our students, Ice Chow (4F), Julianne Ho (4F), and Candy Fu (4F), were delighted to share their S.T.E.A.M. 

invention with the public in the afternoons of the 23rd and 26th November 2023, at the Hong Kong Convention 

and Exhibition Centre. 

 Our school was also invited to speak on the topic of "Research and Practice of Interdisciplinary Science 

Popularization Curriculum and Science and Technology Innovation Education Based on Maker Education 

Design" at the Global Chinese Conference on Computers in Education 2024. Our teachers, Ms. Jenny Chan 

and Mr. Benedict Kwok, shared the S.T.E.A.M. Education initiatives of our school with educators from 

around the world in Chongqing from the 1st June to 5th June 2024.  

 Sixteen F.3 students participated in the Shanghai Cultural and S.T.E.A.M. Exchange Program from the 21st 

March to 24th March 2024. They visited our sister school, Shanghai No.3 Girls' High School, to exchange 

S.T.E.A.M. ideas and showcase their AI inventions. Additionally, our students served as instructors and 

tutors of a S.T.E.A.M. workshop, guiding the development of a mini-invention that utilized AI for recycling 

different types of waste.  

 All F.3 students attended a series of S.T.E.A.M. workshops during the F.3 Activity Days, which included 

workshops on Artificial Intelligence, Flight Simulation, and Marker. The program enriched students' 

knowledge of S.T.E.A.M. and provided them with hands-on experience through engaging workshops. 

Additionally, their understanding of the latest developments in AI was enhanced through a visit to a leading 

AI software company.  
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 Our Science and I.C.T. teachers organized a variety of S.T.E.A.M. activities for our students to engage with 

outside the classroom: 

 Hologram workshop 

 Forensic Talk - How to solve a murder case 

 Science Talk - “Are We Alone: The Search for Planets around Other Stars”

 We have actively encouraged our students to participate in external S.T.E.A.M. competitions to broaden their 

exposure. The list below showcases the outstanding results achieved by our students in competitions outside 

of Hong Kong: 

 At the “49th International Exhibition of Inventions Geneva”, held in Geneva from the 17th April to 21st 

April 2024, among over 1,000 inventions from over 40 countries, our girls Bernice Wong (3F) and 

Eliz Wong (3F) won the Silver Medal and another team consisting of Ice Chow (4F), Celine Chau (4F) 

and Ada So (5A) won the Bronze Medal. 

 At the “Infomatrix 2024”, held in Romania from the 31st May to 4th June 2024, among over 160 teams 

of students from over 16 countries, our girls Michelle Ng (2B) and Irene Lo (2C) won the Gold Medal 

and another girl Pearl Cheong (2C) won the Google Special Award – the Most Interesting Project and 

the Silver Medal. 

 At the “8th International Invention Innovation Competition in Canada”, among over 600 teams from 

over 50 countries, our girls Bernice Wong (3F) and Eliz Wong (3F) won the Gold Medal, the 

International Special Award by the Organization for Creativity, Innovation and Invention Promotion 

and the Canadian Special Award by the Inventors College Organization while Phoebe Chu (5D), 

Safina Sum (6C) and Miriam Lo (6D) won the Gold Medal, the International Special Award by the 

Indonesian Invention and Innovation Promotion Association and the Canadian Special Award by the 

Toronto International Society of Innovation & Advanced Skills. 

 At the “PRIX EIFFEL 2023 - International Invention and Innovation Contest”, among over numerous 

talented teams from 18 countries, our girls Phoebe Chu (5D), Safina Sum (6C) and Miriam Lo (6D) 

won the Gold Medal, the Special Award by Turkish - Inventors Association, TÜMMİAD and the 

Special Award by Eurobusiness-Haller & Haller Pro Invention Foundation.

 To implement BYOD Scheme successfully from Form 1 to Form 3, the team has arranged the bulk purchase 

of iPads for all Form 1 to Form 3 students and all BYOD iPads are under centralized management of the 

school to ensure proper use of mobile devices on campus. Also, a workshop about note-taking and learning 

strategies with iPads was held for all F.2 students. To enhance teacher's readiness and efficacy in a BYOD 

learning and teaching environment, the team has organized training workshops about the use of Interactive 

Display Panel and Mobile Device Management (MDM) program to ensure smooth transition from 

traditional to smart classrooms. Besides, the Quality Education Fund e-Learning Funding Programme has 

been deployed to loan out iPads to students with financial needs.  

 To equip our staff with both technological and pedagogical knowledge to assess and monitor student 

learning, online learning platforms such as Google Workspace for Education Plus, Padlet, Nearpod, 

Edpuzzle etc. have been subscribed and promoted among teachers to encourage revamping lesson design 

and teaching strategies under hybrid learning to boost student engagement. To sustain good online learning 

practices and enhance students' intrinsic motivation and ability for self-regulated learning, the team has 

subscribed to eLearning Platforms for Chinese and English Languages and provided technical support for 

both teachers and students.  
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B. Student Support 

Scholarships & Awards Coordination  

 Training & Support for Students with Potential 

 Throughout the school year, teacher advisors of all teams, together with class teachers, identified and 

shortlisted potential outstanding students from all levels to compile a talent pool.  These elite students 

were invited to attend briefing and sharing sessions to learn about the SMCC Outstanding Student 

Network (SMCCOSN) and get information related to external awards like the HK Outstanding 

Students Award (HKOSA), SCMP Student of the Year (SOTY) Awards, Kowloon Region and YTM 

District Outstanding Student Awards. 

 SMCCOSN, comprising past students who were awardees and finalists of external outstanding 

students’ awards, has continued to trace development of our outstanding students, to systematically 

record their attainments and profiles, and to sustain a network of the talented and gifted. The Network 

inspires St. Marians to develop their potential to the fullest and to provide support on grooming 

potential outstanding students to be better recognized. The network members have been actively 

serving as mentors to our students nominated for external scholarships or awards. Throughout the 

application process, they, together with the teacher advisors, coached the target students in preparation 

for application documents, written tests and interviews.  

 Information of gifted and outreach activities like leadership training, taster programmes offered by 

tertiary institutions, young ambassador programmes as well as various cross-curricular contests was 

disseminated to the talent pool on a regular basis and selected students in the SMCCOSN were 

recruited and subsidised to take part in such programmes. A considerable number of students who took 

part in these programmes and/or competitions have extended their abilities and earned valuable 

experiences beyond the school curriculum. 

 We are proud to report that some of our Form 6 graduates were recipients of prestigious scholarships 

such as the Jockey Club Chairman’s Scholarship and Grantham Scholars of the Year Awards. In 

addition, students who made impressive advancement academically with special talents or positive 

traits were nominated for various types of student improvement scholarships/awards. For instance, 4 

senior form students obtained such awards in the territory-wide contests.

 External Scholarships: 

To further challenge our students who excel academically and are talented in diverse fields like sports, 

arts, music, dance and/or STEAM and to extend their exposure, we have nominated them to compete 

for 25 different external scholarships. They have returned with awards like the CYLF Talent 

Development Scholarship, Sir Robert Black Trust Fund (Grants for talented students in non-academic 

fields).  

Additionally, in recognizing good academic performance, conduct and talents of non-Chinese students, 

one junior student was nominated to take part in Outstanding Ethnic Minority Student Award Scheme 

while a senior student who helped promote racial harmony was granted the Harmony Scholarship. 

 Financial Support: 

Needy students have been taken care of internally by St. Magdalene of Canossa Fund and externally 

by Dr Betty Jamie Chung Memorial Development Fund, Ms Peggy Chick Development Fund and 

Student Activity Support Grant. These funds are important source of financial assistance to support 

students’ participation in enrichment activities to develop their talents.  

 

Form One Bridging Programme 

 The F.1 Summer Bridging Course, tailor-made for incoming F.1 students, mainly from our two through-

train primary schools, was conducted by undergraduates, current F.6 students, native English-speaking 

teachers and was supervised by teachers from the core subject panels. The course was cross-curricular in 

nature, integrating subjects like English Language, Mathematics, Chinese Language, Geography and Home 

Economics.  

 Students were sensitized to various generic skills like collaboration, communication, creativity, numeracy 

and self-management. Besides, reading and life skills were strengthened in the course. 

 With the design of tiered learning tasks and timely support given by student facilitators, the new comers’ 

needs were well catered to.   

 Participants enjoyed the English learning atmosphere on campus. While being attentive and cooperative, 

they took the initiative to chat with the student facilitators and peers outside the classroom and actively 

asked and answered questions in class. They received gifts as motivation to sustain their active participation. 

 Teamwork and collaboration were enhanced in the mass programme held on the last course day. Each 

student creatively and beautifully drew her aspiration about the secondary school life on a piece of jigsaw 

canvas. Through joint efforts, a big display with the Canossian values “Charity in Humility” was formed. 

This reminded the new comers to have a sense of compassion for and be always ready to support those who 

are in need or less fortunate. 

 The course successfully eased students’ transition from primary to secondary school and fostered a sense 

of belonging to the school in them.   

 Three students from each of the eight classes were presented “The Most Improved Student Award”, “The 

Most Outstanding Performance and Good Conduct Award” and “The Best Attendance and Participation 

Award” on the Orientation Day in order to acknowledge their good efforts and hard work made throughout 

the course. 

 

Gifted Education 

 To echo the school’s vision, a number of school-based gifted programmes were organized to nurture our 

students’ talent in different disciplines. Those gifted in English and Mathematics were provided with 

opportunities and coaching in various external competitions. Those interested in science / STEAM were 

also systematically prepared for competitions under teacher’s guidance and nominated for training in 

tertiary institutions. 

 Gifted St. Marians were sent to programmes and training courses organized by tertiary institutions and 

external organizers throughout the year. Below are some examples:  

 F.1- F.5 gifted students took part in the International Competitions and Assessments for Schools (ICAS) 

supported by the University of Sydney so as to benchmark their performance in Mathematics, English, 

Writing and Science. 5 students have achieved Top Medal Winner (Top score in the Hong Kong and 

Macau region), 2 in both English and Science and 1 in Writing. 
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 7 students from F.1 to F.3 obtained membership of the Hong Kong Academy for Gifted Education. 

 Twenty-six top-scoring F.3- F.5 students were admitted to the HKU Academy for the Talented to 

pursue intellectual enhancement and productive academic learning.  

 Our students were well achieved in various competitions and activities whether held online or face-to-face.

 Special exam arrangements (e.g. special room, special seating arrangement, supervised break, extra time 

allowance, enlarged question paper) were provided according to individual student’s educational needs.  

 On parent education, leaflets were distributed to enhance parents’ communication with their children.

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C. Student Quality Development 

Religious, Moral & Civic Education 

 Religious Activities and Formation 

 With the aim of making Jesus known and loved among St. Marians, the Religious Activities and 

Formation Team, together with different religious groups, organized various programs with the theme 

‘We are the salt and the light’ in this academic year.  Activities were conducted to guide our students 

to follow Jesus’ teaching to be like salt for the whole human race and light for the whole world.  Our 

students were encouraged to uphold and spread good values, bring positive influence, comfort and 

hope to one another through their deeds of love. 

 A pleasant religious atmosphere for spiritual formation has been fostered through a wide range of 

activities.  The Eucharistic celebration, retreats and confessions have helped students understand the 

beauty of the liturgy and deepen their faith in God.  Prayer meetings held in the Month of the Holy 

Rosary provided a personal space for students to meditate and pray. 

 The school is dedicated to carrying out the mission of evangelization and spreading the Christian faith.

The session was conducted 

by legislators including Hon Andrew Leung Kwan Yuen, Dr Hon Johnny Ng Kit Chong, Hon Lee 

Chun Keung and Hon Lam Chun Sing about the importance of teenagers’ development and national 

security education. 

 The Head of the Civic Education Team and the Principal attended the seminar about National Security 

Education (「國家安全教育」- 理念與實踐研討會 ) on the 13th April 2024. 

 Civic Education Team members attended an online seminar 「認識法例守護家園」全民國家安全

教育日線上講座 on the National Security Education Day (15th April 2024). 

 Professionals and experts were invited to speak to our students to promote civic education. This year, 

Mr Chen Chung Nei, Rock (陳仲尼議員), a Hong Kong Legislative Council Member, conducted a 

talk about the development of Greater Bay area and Opportunities for Hong Kong ( 粵港澳大灣區發

展前瞻和香港的機遇 ) for F.4 students. 

 The National Education Activities Week co-organized by the Civic Education Team, the Citizenship 

and Social Development Department, and the Life and Society Department was held during 17 to 19 

April 2024. There were displays to demonstrate the strength of our country, such as Terracotta Army 

models, Long March rockets and Dong Feng satellite.  There were also game booths based on the 

national achievements and stationery was given out as prizes. Moreover, snapshots and reports of the 

F.5 CSD trip to Xi’an in March 2024 were displayed. 
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 Health & Sex Education 

 F.4 students attended a talk conducted by a social worker from the Hong Kong Catholic Marriage 

Advisory Council on promoting the right attitude towards dating and the importance of respect and 

concern in relationships. 

 F.5 students attended a talk on promoting a positive and responsible attitude towards pre-marital sex 

and the possible physical, social and psychological impacts arising from it. 

 The Health Ambassadors gave a sharing on acupressure points that help reduce stress & anxiety at a 

morning assembly. 

 Information on health and sex education is conveniently accessible at the Health Education Corner on 

campus.  

 Environmental Education 

 The Environmental Education Team is committed to promoting environmental awareness, organizing 

educational activities, fostering eco-friendly practices, and nurturing a sense of responsibility towards 

the environment among students.  

 Environmental Education Team recruited 18 enthusiastic students as Environmental Protection 

Ambassadors. They participated in training programs and assisted in planning and implementing all 

the environmental promotion activities at school. 

 With the implementation of Municipal Solid Waste Charging scheme, more programs were held to 

promote the 4Rs principles: Reduce, Reuse, Replace and Recycle. 

 A new set of waste separation bins was placed near the school canteen. Posters, instruction signs and 

guidelines were provided to help students practise the proper way of waste separation. 

 A Green Christmas Slogan Writing Competition was organized to promote environmental behaviour 

at festivals. The whole school were invited to vote for their favourite slogans during the morning period 

so that they would demonstrate greater environmental responsibility and commitment to organizing 

the Christmas party.  

 A Red Packets Handicrafts Workshop was also organized to promote the concept of upcycling. 

Students were taught to make Chinese New Year decorations, such as using unwanted red packets they 

collected or the 500 pieces of packet provided by the organization “Greeners Action” to make goldfish.   

 An Online Quiz Competition was organized to promote waste reduction and recycling. During a 

morning reading period, students were asked to read some prescribed materials and watch several short 

videos on the topic. F.1 to F.3 students completed the online quiz during the reading period, while F.4 

and F.5 students were encouraged to complete the quiz at home. Prizes were awarded to recognize 

winners' achievements. 

 The Environmental Protection Ambassadors went on a trip to Sharp Island, Sai Kung, to learn about 

conservation. They also helped to collect rubbish on the island. 

 The Environmental Education Team and the Geography Department collaborated to organize a visit 

to the Jockey Club Museum of Climate Change, followed by an ecological tour at the Chinese 

University of Hong Kong. These events allowed students to deepen their understanding of 

environmental sustainability and encouraged them to embrace sustainable lifestyles. 

 Instagram posts have been utilized to raise our students' environmental awareness and promote school 

programs. Students were encouraged to engage by liking the posts and sharing their opinions through 

discussions. Our follower count has increased by one-third this year.

 Guidance Team  

 Support for Student Quality  

To provide holistic support for personal growth, the guidance team has held the following programmes 

and activities to promote positive atmosphere on campus and to foster mental wellness of our students: 
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 Class Periods  

To care for the mental health of our students, programmes on building positive relationship were 

introduced. Under the guidance of class teachers, social workers and experts, our students were 

given opportunities to learn how to develop positive relationships with themselves and others and 

learnt the importance of showing respect and gratitude. Furthermore, to build resilience, to create 

inner peace and promote mental health, programmes featuring the following themes were held:  

 Union is Strength 

 Harmony – Introducing Netiquette  

 Understanding Emotions 

 Positive Parent-child Relationship  

 Positive Relationship with Peers 

 Nature Mindfulness  

 Guidance Programmes  

 Peer Induction Scheme (PIS)  

Around 40 F.1 students enrolled in the school-based Peer Induction Scheme. They took part 

in various activities, including overnight camp, team building workshop and lunch 

gatherings that focused on cooperation skills and problem-solving skills. The companionship 

of Guidance Prefects helped the younger ones to gradually adapt to the new school life under 

a caring and supportive school community.   

 Shining Teens  

A group of F. 2 and F. 3 students was recruited to take part in this programme to learn about 

self-understanding and stress management.  In the workshops, participants learnt to open 

their mind to new possibilities in life through different activities. To assist in their self-

discovery journeys, a two-day game booth for the whole school and a floor curling fun day 

with the elderly were organised to share the joy and togetherness with others. Participants 

were found to be more confident in problem-solving skills and most importantly, they could 

envision a future filled with hope. 

 Support Programme for Non-Chinese Speaking (NCS) Students – “Cheers” 

A series of programmes were conducted to provide support for F.1 – F.3 NCS students. 

Through gatherings with the school social workers, NCS students have shown improved self-

understanding and skills to cope with stress. At the end of the programmes, the NCS students 

invited their local friends to enjoy a fun and relaxing time together in a laser tag battle to 

build an inclusive atmosphere.   

 Smart Zone   

A leadership programme, Smart Zone, was organised for F.3 and F.4 students. They learnt 

the qualities needed for a leader and how to cooperate with others. They also had an 

opportunity to extend their strengths by organising lunch time game booths for the whole 

school. This programme has strengthened the cohesion among participants and developed 

their leadership skills.  

 Happy Time-outs  

 A board game corner was set up in the first term, providing a relaxing place for our 

students, especially the F. 1 students, to play board games and to socialise with 

schoolmates during lunch.  

 Two afterschool art and craft workshops were organised for the F. 5 and F. 6 students 

to create moments of peace and calmness when preparing for HKDSE. Participants 

found artwork a great way to relieve stress and found peace in mind. 

 Two lunchtime art and craft workshops were organised after the Organised Tests to 

provide opportunities for junior form students to relieve their stress. Participants found 

artwork a great way to relieve stress and were looking forward to similar stress-free 

activities in the future. 
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 Two Parent-child activities were organised to build positive relationship among families, 

namely Christmas Baking Workshop and Laser Tag Activity. Communication among 

families was encouraged, and thus a closer family bonding was built through these 

workshops. 

 A series of summer activities were organised in July to encourage participants to make 

good use of their free time to develop their interest and widen their horizons. 

Participants engaged in interactive games and socially enriching workshops. They were 

also encouraged to engross themselves into artwork to relax and take a break from their 

busy schedule. 

 Flashmob 

In view of the full resumption of school, it had been anticipated that our students might find frustration 

in both academic and social life. A series of on-campus flashmob activities were held throughout the 

year that focused on introducing emotional management skills. Games and art crafts workshops were 

also organised to enhance togetherness on campus.  

 Leadership Training 

 Guidance Prefects Training 

20 Guidance Prefects were selected to be the guardian angels of F.1 students. Under the coaching 

of the school social workers and guidance teachers, they learnt skills to conduct activities, 

communicate with the juniors and cooperate with their teammates. With passion and 

determination, they acted as role models and influence others positively. 

 Discipline Team 

 Discipline Programmes   

 Anti-drug Workshops  

The team organized an anti-drug workshop for Form 1 students. The goal of this workshop was 

to educate the students about the dangers of harmful substances, as well as informing them of the 

latest trends and developments in this area. 

Through participating in these interactive sessions, our students gained a much deeper 

understanding of this critical issue. They gained a deeper understanding of the risks of substance 

abuse which assist them in making informed decisions to protect their health and wellbeing. 

 Student Quality and Leadership   

 Discipline Prefects Training 

The school’s Discipline Prefects participated in a comprehensive two-part training program. 
The first session aimed at equipping the prefects with teamwork skills and familiarize them with 

their roles and responsibilities within the school community. Through interactive activities 

designed by former prefect leaders, the 22 prefects developed strategies to maintain a pleasant 

and well-organized campus environment. 

The second training session focused on team bonding. The prefects engaged in challenging group 

activities that fostered stronger connections among the team members. This team-building 

exercise provided an opportunity for the prefects to step out of their comfort zones and forge 

deeper bonds with one another. 

Following the training, the prefects took part in a reflective evaluation process. This allowed them 

to assess their individual strengths, as well as identifying areas for personal and collective 

improvement. Throughout the school year, the prefects supported each other in navigating any 

challenges they faced, further strengthening their commitment to the team. 

 Recognition of Achievements   

 As a token of recognition, stars were given by teachers to recognize good deeds and outstanding 

service or achievements. 323 students successfully obtained 5 stars this year and were presented 

with a commendation certificate from the Principal.   

 The school also presented a total of 133 conduct merits, 569 service merits and 6 scholarships for 

best conduct.

 Apart from the activities organized during the E&E timeslots, the following activities were held to 

allow our students to have a greater exposure to various careers and study pathways. 

 Individual counselling sessions conducted by Careers Mistresses during school hours were 

arranged for all F.6 students and selected F.3 to F.5 students to strengthen the support for our 

students in pursuing their dreams and realizing their potential.  Advice on life planning, personal 

development, study skills, overseas studies and university admission was provided according to 

individual student’s needs. 

 The SMCC Mentorship Programme, a joint venture with St. Mary’s Past Students’ Association, 

aims at providing a platform for past St. Marians to share their experience (both academic and 

life) and professional knowledge with our current F.5 students to have a better preparation for 

their further studies and career choices. This school year marked the twentieth anniversary of the 

Programme. All F.5 students were invited to join the Careers Seminar Day held on 25 November 

2023. First, students attended two parallel career seminars based on their preferences, followed 

by a plenary talk. The students were encouraged to become mentees if they wished to have further 

one-on-one communication with mentors of their choice. Eventually, 17 students signed up to 

follow 7 mentors who come from different industries. 

 In early November, 7 Form 6 students were invited to have an inspiring and eye-opening visit to 

Prince Margaret Hospital. Through the three-hour tour, students were able to understand the 

operation of a hospital and the ways of communications between different community partners 

and some basic first aid concepts. Participants were divided into groups to visit different 

departments, including the Integrated Neurological Rehabilitation Centre (INRC), and the 

Nephrology Ward and Infectious Disease Centre (IDC). Through this visit, they were more certain 

about their dream vocation as a professional in the healthcare sector.   

 In late May, eight F.3 non-Chinese students visited the School of Design of The Hong Kong 

Polytechnic University (PolyU), through one of the activities organized by Caritas Youth and 

Community Service. Participants were first given an introduction to design through some games 

and activities. Then a guided tour was arranged by the department staff. They had the chance to 

know more about the curriculum in design and different study paths in PolyU.  
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 Through the network of our mentorship programme, five F.5 BAFS students were invited to visit 

Tai Hing Group Holdings Limited in late June. Led by the Chief Finance Director of Tai Hing 

Group, participants were able to gain better understanding of the importance of budgeting, 

financial planning and risk management in a company.

Other Learning Experiences (OLE) 

 Aesthetic Development 

The Aesthetic Development Team is set up to nurture our students with the virtues of creativity, openness, 

flexibility and aesthetic sensitivity for learning to learn and life-long learning. It also helps them to cultivate 

an open-minded attitude to and respect for arts through music, art, drama, dance and other aesthetic 

activities in St. Mary’s. 

 Dance – Our school dance team was very active throughout the year. In the 60th Hong Kong Schools 

Dance Festival, our team received the Honours Award in Chinese Group Dance by performing “春到

苗嶺  (苗族)”. The team also has opportunities to display their talents in the school’s functions 

including Christmas Celebration and Graduation Day. In the school concert, the team presented “瑤族

舞曲 (瑤族)” with live music played by the Chinese Orchestra. Their performances have received high 

acclaim. 

 Music - This year, the Music Club and various music teams enrolled more than 300 members. 

Highlight of the year was “School Concert 2024”, which was held on the 28th June & 2nd July at the 

School Hall. The concert is an invaluable opportunity for music students to take centre stage, to 

perform in public and to refine and enhance their music skills through joint performances with guest 

schools including St. Joseph’s College and our two feeder schools. It is a platform for the school to 

enrich students’ aesthetic experiences, to nurture all-rounders and to bring to bloom our music talents. 

The concert ran smoothly and successfully receiving high praise and approval from the audience.  

Besides, the music club students participated in various internal and external competitions and got 

very encouraging results in the 76th Hong Kong Schools Music Festival, Hong Kong Youth Music 

Interflows, Hong Kong Inter-school Choral Festival and Hong Kong Joint School Music Association 

Competition. They also showed their talents in the areas of creative music making, song 

arrangements, songs composition and performance in school events, such as School Drama, Christmas 

Celebration, and Graduation Day. All these occasions reinforce our students’ abilities of expression 

and their self-confidence, as well as their generic skills, values and attitudes.

 School Drama 

School drama production is a long-standing tradition in St. Mary’s. This year’s production – “Winter Dream” 

is the 21st original musical play written and produced by Mr. Geoff Oliver with music composed by our 

students.  The cast audition was conducted from late September to early October in 2023. Eventually, 

twenty talented cast members were recruited and a production team with 117 students from F.1 to F.5 was 

formed by November. Rehearsals took place regularly from autumn to spring.  Thanks to the devotion and 

generosity of our teacher advisors, school staff and janitors, eight shows were performed in February and 

March with great success and were highly acclaimed by the audience. Drama production has once again 

proven to be a nurturing and cultivating platform for our vibrant and dynamic students to promote creativity, 

showcase talents, boost confidence, encourage commitment and foster gratitude for the opportunities 

granted by the school. 

 Community Service Union 

To live out the Canossian Spirit – Charity and Humility, our students were encouraged to make good use 

of their strengths to serve different needy groups of the community. 

 Being More, Giving More and Daring More 

 F. 5 students were actively involved in a game day for children with intellectual disabilities from 

different grades. Through briefing and training sessions, they learnt more about their concerns 

and were equipped with relevant skills and manner.  

 A service aiming at cultural exchange with South Asian children was jointly organised with 

Mongkok Kai-Fong Association Limited Chan Hing Social Service Centre. Participants 

understood the culture and lifestyle of each other, and learnt the importance of accepting cultural 

diversity, resulting in an increase in their cultural capital. 

 A programme, Best Buddies, jointly organised with Po Leung Kuk Yu Lee Mo Fan Memorial 

School was continued. Through various activities, our students understood the ways to 

communicate with children with intellectual disabilities. At the end, they built trust and friendship 

with them.  

 A group of students has joined a service organised by The Surplus Food Redistribution 

Experience to appreciate the magic of redistribution and learn how to turn surplus food into 

valuable supports for the needy. Through the service, our students understood how lives can be 

enriched by sharing and how to build a community of hope.  

 A latte art workshop was organised for the elderly of Wong Cho Tong District Elderly Community 

Centre. Around 11 F.4 and F.5 students joined and shared joyful moments of creating latte art 

with the elderly.   
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 A visit to the elderly living alone was organised for F.1 – F.3 students under our parent-child 

volunteer service. Apart from encouraging parent-child communication, it is also aimed at 

providing opportunities for youngsters to understand the need of the living-alone elderly and to 

enhance their interpersonal communication skills.  

 Embracing the uniqueness of every individual 

 To provide different service opportunities for our students to apply their strengths and knowledge 

learnt to serve, a series of community services were co-organised with external clubs and 

organisations:  

 17 students joined the Nature Play Ambassador Training with foci to enhance the holistic 

health of youths and the elderly through nature-based games and sounds, and to socially 

connect different generations, promoting sustainable living by using urban nature resources. 

Together with the elderly, they experienced nature sounds to relax physically and mentally 

through games. In the end, the students’ resilience and social confidence were enhanced. 

 A smartphone workshop was organised to teach the elderly at the H.K.S.K.H. Lok Man Alice 

Kwok Integrated Service Centre the skills to take photos with the device and to manage the 

messaging apps of their mobile phones.  

 A group of F.4 and F.5 students has joined the Digital Life Story Work Volunteer Programme 

organised by the Psychogeriatric Team at Kwai Chung Hospital to help the elderly suffering 

from dementia and depression to record their memories with different multi-media tools.  

 23 students received the Silver Award and 39 received the Gold Award in recognition of their 

enthusiastic participation in volunteer work. 

 Cultural Enrichment Team  

To offer opportunities for our students to experience different cultures, interact with people from different 

parts of the world and broaden their horizons, several cross KLAs cultural exchange tours were organized.   

To further strengthen national education and enhance our students’ sense of national identity, various 

cultural exchange tours to China were also organized and our students were encouraged to participate in 

national education tours at territory-wide and national levels.  

 Macao Study Tour (8th December 2023) 

A one-day study tour to Macao was co-organized with the Citizenship & Social Development (CSD) 

Department for 24 F.4 to F.6 students.  It provided our students with subject-related experiences by 

getting in touch with the rich cultural heritage of Macao and knowing more about the return of Macao 

to the motherland.   

 Shanghai Cultural and STEAM Study Tour (21st – 24th March 2024) 

A four-day study tour was organized under the EDB Sister School Scheme for 20 F.3 and F.4 students 

to visit our sister school, Shanghai No.3 Girls' High School.  It provided a unique opportunity for 

them to explore the vibrant city of Shanghai while immersing themselves in its rich cultural heritage 

and engaging in exciting STEAM activities.  All the participants benefited from the collaboration 

with students from the sister school in hands-on projects in interactive STEAM workshops. 

 Xi’an Study Tour (23rd – 27th March 2024) 

A five-day study tour was co-organized with the Citizenship & Social Development (CSD) 

Department for the whole level of F.5 students to visit Shaanxi Province.  It provided an opportunity 

for them to explore the historical and cultural relics of Shaanxi and appreciate the development of 

space technology in the country.   

 English Learning Tour (30th July – 14th August 2024) 

A two-week English Learning Tour to the United Kingdom was organized for 20 junior form students 

during the summer holiday.  The tour included interactive language lessons, workshops, cultural 

activities and excursions to places of interest.  It has enhanced the participants’ proficiency in English 

language through complete immersion in the British culture and has developed their interpersonal and 

leadership skills. 
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 Extended and Experiential Learning Team (E&E)  

 Board Game afternoon  

During the afternoon, the participants had the opportunity to take a break from their regular coursework 

to engage in interactive board game activities. The goal was to provide a fun and educational 

experience that would foster collaboration, critical thinking, and social skills.  

 Activity Days 

A variety of outdoor experiential learning activities were organized for different levels. 

 F.1 Bouldering 

Form 1 students participated in a bouldering activity, which they thoroughly enjoyed and found 

the experience stress-relieving.  

In preparation, they attentively listened to the bouldering instructor's explanation of the rules and 

techniques involved. Encouraged to challenge themselves by attempting routes of varying 

difficulty levels, the students displayed high levels of engagement. They supported and reminded 

one another throughout the process, working together to overcome the challenges presented by 

the bouldering walls.  

The feedback on the activity was overwhelmingly positive. They believed the bouldering 

experience had helped build solidarity and a sense of cooperation among their peers. The activity 

allowed them to step outside the classroom and engage in a fun, team-oriented physical activity 

that promoted both personal growth and group cohesion. 

 F.2 Outdoor Cooking and Adventure Activities 

Form 2 students participated in an engaging activity day focused on outdoor cooking and 

adventure-based challenges. This event provided a valuable opportunity for students to develop 

new skills, try novel experiences, and bond with their classmates.  

In the outdoor cooking session, the participants learned how to plan and prepare simple yet 

delicious meals. Working in small teams, they cooked a variety of foods, including chicken, 

vegetables, and fish. This hands-on lesson fostered self-sufficiency and teamwork as they 

collaborated to execute their culinary tasks. The adventure-based activities challenged the 

students physically and mentally. They participated in team-building exercises, problem-solving 

tasks, and active games that encouraged communication, trust, and critical thinking. These 

activities pushed the students outside their comfort zones and allowed them to develop important 

life skills.  

Throughout the day, Form 2 students displayed enthusiasm, teamwork, and a spirit of adventure. 

This activity day was a valuable learning experience that enabled them to step outside the 

classroom and apply their knowledge and abilities in real-world contexts. 

 F.3 Activity Days on STEAM Education  

The activity days offered F.3 students a diverse range of engaging experiences. In the first activity, 

they could explore the world of aviation and learn about the principles of flight by immersing in 

a realistic simulation, launching and landing a private jet.  

Following the aviation activity, there was a Lego building competition. They were provided with 

Lego sets and tasked with demonstrating their programming skills and creativity in constructing 

impressive structures. The game fostered friendly competition and encouraged participants to 

think innovatively to solve problems and work effectively in teams.  

To further enrich the students’ exposures, they visited SenseTime, a global leader in artificial 

intelligence located at the Hong Kong Science Park. This allowed them to step into the world of 

AI and witness cutting-edge technologies in development. They learned about AI applications 

across industries, such as healthcare, finance, and automation, through interactive demonstrations 

and discussions with AI experts. This provided our students a glimpse into the future of AI-driven 

innovation. 
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 F.4 Leadership Training Camp 

Form 4 is a pivotal year filled with unique challenges for students. They must adapt to the different 

syllabi and examination requirements of public exams, navigate relationships with the same group 

of classmates for the following three years, and manage the pressures of academics, social life, 

and family responsibilities. 

To help prepare F.4 students for these demands, the school organized an overnight camp in Ma 

On Shan. The primary objectives were to train their leadership skills and teach them how to 

effectively collaborate with their peers to solve problems.  

Beyond developing important social skills, the camp also provided a valuable opportunity for the 

students to build stronger relationships with their classmates. Spending an entire night together 

allowed them to engage in meaningful conversations, both with friends they knew well and those 

they were less familiar with.  

By the end of the camp, the F.4 students emerged physically, emotionally, and socially 

strengthened. They have gained crucial life skills and forged deeper connections with their peers 

– essential assets as they navigate the challenges of this critical academic year 

 F.5 Service Learning & Fun Cooking Experience 

To nurture our students to be caring and dynamic leaders, Form 5 girls had the chance to serve 

the primary school students through organizing activities and to experience the daily life 

difficulties that the elderly encounter, which in turn helped to arouse their alertness and empathy. 

Furthermore, to allow the students to extend their learning in Home Economics, particularly the 

practical cooking component which they missed during the pandemic in their junior years, they 

took a half-day cooking class at the International Culinary Institute. 

 

Student Council 

 Talent Show – SPECTACULAR  

The event was held on the 3rd November 2023 and the 6th May 2024 during lunchtime at the open playground, 

providing a platform for our students to display their talents. Auditions were held in late October and late 

April to select a total of 5 groups each time to perform in various formats, including singing, dancing, playing 

musical instruments etc. In the November show, some teachers were invited to perform, adding highlights to 

the event. While during the May show, exchange students from Queen’s College were invited to perform as 

our special guests.  

 St Marians Union Day (SMUD) 

In late November 2023, level-based inter-class games and activities were held during lunchtime for a total 

of 6 days. Each class sent representatives to participate in the games, together with two teachers. Classes of 

the same level competed in team-based games including Grab the Tail, Musical Chairs, Bucket List, 

Dodgeball and Photo Challenge. These fun activities have enhanced class spirit and strengthened the bonding 

between our students and teachers.  

 SMCC X MSC X SLS Joint-school Penfriend - Advenir 

By writing letters to students at St. Louis School and Munsang College, our students can exchange their 

aspirations and goals with their pen pals, and gain motivation to achieve them. A reflection session was held 

in March, allowing participants to express gratitude to their pen friends who have accompanied them along 

the way.  

 Consultation 

An online consultation platform was set up to collect student opinions so that the Student Council can 

perform better through organizing activities more suitable to their peers’ needs and preferences.  The 

opinions collected were compiled and discussed with teachers-in-charge as well as the Principal.  

 Christmas Fun Fair: SParkling in the EnChanTment of chRistmAs (text ?) 

During the 13th-15th and 18th-20th December 2023, activities were held during lunchtime to celebrate the joy 

of Christmas. There was a wishing tree for our students to write joyous Christmas messages on to spread the 

festive cheer. A photo booth was also set up for them to take photos with handmade Christmas props, 

capturing the jubilant memories with their friends and teachers. Moreover, various game booths were set up 
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by CCA Clubs, allowing everyone to immerse themselves in a jolly Christmas atmosphere. Lastly, a busking 

corner for Christmas carols was set up to unleash our students’ singing talents.  

 Valentine’s Day Activities: Candy Delivery  

A candy packing and delivery service was provided on Valentine’s Day. A google form was set up to allow 

our students to indicate who they would like to give the candies to and what messages they would like to 

write on the packages.  

 National Education Week Activity 

Various lunchtime activities were jointly organized with the Civic Education Society, Reading and Thinking 

Enhancement Team, Citizenship and Social Development Department and Visual Arts Department during 

the week from the 17th to 19th April 2024. Game booths were set up by different CCA Clubs to enhance our 

students’ sense of national identity. 

 Student Exchange with Queen’s College (QC) 

On the 2nd, 3rd and 6th May 2024, 15 F.5 St. Marians and 15 F.5 Queenians participated in a student exchange 

programme. It included an orientation day and a 3-day learning experience in the two schools. This 

programme aims at grooming students into future leaders by completing tasks on communication, teamwork 

and critical thinking, as well as experience and insight sharing. 

 Leadership Training Camp 

Under the theme of “Eminencia”, which means “the pursuit of greatness, distinction, and outstanding 

leadership”, a 3-day leadership training camp was co-organized with Diocesan Boys’ School from the 17th 

to 19th July 2024. The program provided a valuable platform for students to develop leadership skills, enhance 

cooperation, and boost confidence. Participants were also given the opportunity to showcase their talents and 

broaden their horizons in the camp. More importantly, the participants were able to recharge themselves and 

enjoy a rewarding summer. 

 Product Sale 

To enhance a sense of belonging to the school, the Student Council designed, produced and sold products, 

including keychains and a charging wire with unique St. Mary’s features. Orders were placed via a google 

form and the products were distributed in early September.  

 Language Policy Related Activities 

Activities were held to provide our students with chances to learn and make use of English and Chinese so

The student leaders set 

up interactive booths or stations where they provided information about their respective clubs. They 

enthusiastically engaged with their peers, sharing personal experiences, highlighting unique features, and 

explaining the benefits of getting involved. 

 Leadership Training Programme 

 Leadership Training Camp for Student Leaders 

The Leadership Training Camp was successfully held on the 21st and 22nd October 2023 at the YMCA 

Wong Yi Chau Youth Camp located on an outlying island near Sai Kung. All participants were student 

leaders including Student Council members, house captains, Drama Core Team members, chief 

ambassadors, head prefects, and CCA club chairladies. This immersive and transformative annual 
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event was specifically designed to enhance the leadership skills and personal development of newly 

appointed student leaders in the school. It provided a unique opportunity for these leaders to come 

together and engage in a series of outdoor training activities that fostered teamwork, problem-solving 

and leadership capabilities. Two highlights of the camp were the raft building activity and walking in 

the dark. These events not only tested their problem-solving skills but also encouraged them to work 

collaboratively under challenging conditions. They all had a fruitful and memorable experience at the 

camp. 

 Leadership Training Day for CCA ExCo members 

Training for our club executive committee members took place on the 7th October 2023. Our club 

executive members actively participated in a diverse range of inspirational training activities which 

aimed at fostering the development of crucial soft skills, including leadership and effective 

communication. The event successfully enhanced the students’ leadership skills and cultivated a 

thriving club environment. Engaging in group games granted these leaders the opportunity to put 

themselves into others’ shoes. This helped them to reflect on the critical factors for hosting an event 

and how to raise the interest of their club members in future club activities and create a fruitful campus 

life for all our students. 

 Leadership Training Camp for F.3 and F.4 potential leaders 

A group of selected F.3 and F.4 students took part in the Student Leader Summer Programme 2024 

organised by Outward Bound Hong Kong from the 12th to 16th August 2024. In this 5-day overnight 

programme, through outcome-driven outdoor experiential learning experiences such as bespoke sea 

kayaking, hiking, sailing and rock-climbing activities, the participants stepped out of their comfort 

zone and overcame challenges through the support of the teammates. They learnt to take care of one 

another, recognise and appreciate differences and work together to achieve common goals. 

 

Houses  

 House Meetings 

House meetings were held to foster unity among house members. Three house meetings were held in 

September 2023, January and July 2024 respectively. In the first meeting, two Junior Captains from each 

house were elected by F.2 to F.6 house members. Together with the House Captains elected in the Student 

Council Election, they led their house to compete for the championship in various inter-house competitions.  

 Inter-house Competitions  

All inter-house competitions were resumed in this academic year and each house showed remarkable 

dedication in a variety of competitions like sports, culture and academic aspects.

The cheering team 

executed dynamic routines with high-energy performances that helped rally the house to victory, 

showcasing their athletic prowess and sportsmanship. The House also won the Chinese Cup by producing 

the most impressive and well-received short film displaying their understanding and appreciation of 

Chinese cultural heritage.  Finally, the House emerged victorious in the Mathematics Cup too.  

All in all, Red House won both the Challenge Cup and Cultural Cup, making them the Overall House 

Champions in this academic year. 
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Student Publications 

 School Magazine 

The school magazine is an annual publication that records wonderful moments throughout the school year. 

The Editorial Board has worked hard to capture different facets of the life of St. Marians. Below are some 

of the highlights in our English and Chinese sections: 

 In the ‘Physical Development’ Section, an interview with Lauren Lam, a current F.6 student who is an 

artistic swimmer representing Hong Kong in the 2022 Asian Games was presented.  It captures 

Lauren’s dream, motivations, life as a professional athlete and her experience taking part in the Asian 

Games. It also showcases how she overcame her struggles and challenges having to balance her time 

between academic studies and athletic training. 

 In the ‘Religious Activities’ Section, four St. Marians recounted their spiritual journey towards 

Catholicism. They shared their initial doubts, the gradual change in their beliefs, and their complete 

embrace of the Catholic faith through participation in catechism classes. Their experience of religious 

transformation serves to inspire and encourage more of their schoolmates to embark on a similar path 

of faithful devotion. 

 In the ‘Feature’ Section, music was the major theme this year. Kicking off with an “Introduction to 

Pop Music”, the section provided an overview of the genre’s history and evolution. It then attempted 

to tackle the pressing question – “Is Cantopop dying?”  The section also included an interview with 

Abby Cheung, a current student and the music director of last year’s School Drama, about her insights 

into her creative process.  Finally, there was an article tracing the journey of Taylor Swift, ‘The 

Queen of Pop’, who is loved by many St. Marians. 

 The Chinese Section explored the topic of heritage conservation, aiming at raising students’ awareness 

of its importance in the development of a city. The editors firstly explored the rich history of our school 

campus, including the two Grade I historic buildings and The Gomes Building that was demolished 

due to expansion needs, as well as current teachers and students’ understanding of conservation of our 

school buildings. The editors then discussed the city’s effort and resources towards revitalizing its 

historic buildings, such as the transformation of Mei Ho House, the only surviving Mark I H-shaped 

resettlement block, into a youth hostel. 

 The St. Marian  

 The St. Marian has published two issues of a printed and online newsletter this academic year: one in 

January 2024 and another in July 2024.  

 Aligned with the school theme, ‘Appreciating Life with Gratitude’, the first issue explored the 

significance of art in our lives, encouraging readers to appreciate the beauty around them and cultivate 

admiration for ordinary aspects of daily life. The Chinese main article featured the calligraphy graffiti 

of Tsang Tsou-choi, while the English main article presented hidden gems of street art in our vibrant 

city. Side articles included an interview with an illustrator on moving drawings and an introduction to 

film photography. 

 In the second issue, the focus shifted to the best of SMCC. The English main article profiled two rising 

sports stars and their success stories, while the Chinese main article interviewed two teaching and 

support staff members about memories of their years serving the school. The Chinese side article 

covered the signature buildings of our school and their significance for teachers and students. The 

English side article was a St. Marian's guide to dining, exploring the culinary scene in the school's 

vicinity.

school culture and operation. It is crucial for all new comers to get well prepared in a new working 

environment. 

 10 Staff Information Sessions conducted by team or section heads were also held to enable the new 

teachers to better familiarize with the teaching and administrative duties of our school on the following 

dates: 15th September 2023, 6th October 2023, 3rd November 2023, 1st December 2023, 2nd  January 2024, 

5th February 2024, 8th March 2024, 12th April 2024, 2nd May 2024 and 7th June 2024. 

 Contents of the document ‘Teachers’ Professional Conduct’ were disseminated in every general staff 

meeting throughout the year to ensure all teachers have acquired an understanding of the core values of 

the teaching profession. 

 Workshops to empower colleagues: 

 For the Student Quality Section, a workshop by professional social workers on post activity evaluation 

was held on the 30th August 2023. Our teachers learnt how to guide students in making reflections after 

activities.   

 For the Learning and Teaching Section, the following workshops were held: 

 On the 28th August 2023, a joint Canossian secondary school seminar on lesson observation was 

conducted by the School Supervisor, Sr. Agnes Law. Firstly, essence of lesson observation in the 

21st century was presented.  Teachers from the six schools then exchanged ideas and insights 

about incorporating values education with lesson observation. 

 On the 28th August 2023, a workshop on assessment literacy was held.  The Quality School 

Improvement Project (QSIP) of the Chinese University of Hong Kong explained the effective 

ways of using data of various sources to facilitate learning and teaching.  Practical advice and 

feasible suggestions on assessment were provided. 

 On the 5th October 2023, QSIP team conducted another workshop for middle managers about 

developing leadership.  Middle managers learnt ways of coping with tremendous workload in a 

more effective manner.  

 To enhance understanding of the educational development of our country, a joint school staff development 

tour to Shenzhen was held on the 21st March 2023.  Teachers from our school, Sacred Heart Canossian 

College and St. Francis Canossian College visited different schools in Shenzhen and learnt about their 

mode of education and how they have adopted various pedagogies in the 21st century. 

 To enhance understanding of traditional Chinese snacks, a workshop on making dragon’s beard candy 

was held on the 23rd March 2024.  Our teachers were taught the history and the way of making dragon’s 

beard candy.  The workshop has greatly enhanced their interest in handmade traditional Chinese 

confectionary. 

 To let our teachers know more about the history and development of Sha Tau Kok, a one-day tour was 

organized on the 3rd June 2024.  They visited the permitted area of Sha Tau Kok and found out more 

about the border control between Hong Kong and the mainland. 
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E.  Liaison with Through Train Primary Schools 

‘Feeder-to-Through-Train’ Steering Committee 

 The Principals, subject department heads and team heads of the three schools (SMCC, SMCS & HACS) 

met in the Steering Committee Meeting on the 17th May 2024 to keep abreast of our through–train students’ 

performance and share how to develop their non-academic aspects e.g. music and in particular sports teams, 

as well as discuss collaboration efforts and plans. 

 Prior to the Steering Committee Meeting, teacher representatives of the English, Chinese, Mathematics, 

Music, PE, PSHE, Science, ICT and VA departments as well as the STEAM team of the three schools had 

meetings to exchange views and ideas on the latest curriculum focuses like self-directed learning, 

assessment literacy and values education.  

 Assessment results of the through-train students were compiled and analyzed to track their academic 

progress and changes. Analysis reports were forwarded to subject departments to devise appropriate 

learning and teaching strategies. 

 To facilitate the implementation of BYOD (Bring Your Own Devices), all Form 1 newcomers received 

related information on the Registration Day (11th July 2024) so that they can be ready for the purchase of 

devices in late August. It is hoped that students can make good use of the eLearning tools which are 

beneficial to their learning from Term 1 (2024/25) onwards. 

 A talk for parents of St. Mary’s Canossian School (SMCS) and Holy Angels Canossian School (HACS) 

was conducted in SMCC School Hall on 17th May 2024. Through presentations by the Principal and our 

teachers, together with the sharing of several St. Marians from various levels, the parents were encouraged 

to explore the potential of their girls and allow them to take part in different activities inside and outside 

school while striking a balance between studies and play. 
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F.  Liaison with Parents & Past Students 

Parents 

 Parent-Teacher Association (PTA) 

Through the following activities organized by the PTA, our parents were introduced to a lot of useful 

parenting information that contributes to better understanding and mutual trust. Moreover, the relationship 

between parents and the school has become even better and more trusting.  

 The PTA ExCo members were invited to participate in the tender exercises for the school tuckshop 

operator, uniform supplier and vending machines service providers.  

 The PTA website provides a channel for parents to raise their concerns, give feedback, share their 

thoughts and allow them to locate the resources from other educational organizations. Two issues of 

the PTA Newsletter were published this year to keep our parents well informed of the PTA and school 

events.  

 More than a hundred parents came to support their daughters in the Swimming Gala and the Sports 

Day. In the parent-daughter obstacle race, 24 teams of parents and daughters showed their good 

collaboration and teamwork.  

 During the Annual General Meeting (AGM), our teachers and parents learnt more about the knowledge 

and skills in dealing with various youth online risks in a talk conducted by a social worker from the 

Hong Kong Family Welfare Society.  

 To help relieve parents’ stress, a workshop on mindfulness was conducted on the annual Parents’ Day 

while a workshop on aromatherapy and hand cream making was held in April.  

 Christmas is a festival of love and Joy. The PTA Exco were invited to join the Christmas Celebration. 

Besides, a game was hosted for all classes and all students were given some stationery as gifts. 

 The annual PTA outing to Lui Kung Tin and Kat Hing Wai Walled Village was held successfully. 

Participants all treasured the opportunity to get closer to nature and barbecued with their family 

members joyfully.  

 28 pairs of parents and daughters participated in 2 cooking classes to make Glutinous Rice Dumplings 

and Pan-fried Dumplings. They have learnt not only skills in making dim sum and appreciated the 

Chinese culture, but also enhanced bonding and communication with each other. 

 The joint-school parents’ sharing with St. Mary’s Canossian School and Holy Angels Canossian 

School on understanding the culture and expectations of our school was held in May. Parents especially 

appreciated the chance to chat with our two current students in the group sharing. 

 The Joyful Fruit Days have become a well-received activity and a tradition in school. Five Joyful Fruit 

Days were successfully held this year for our students to enjoy healthy fruit snacks like fresh fruit juice, 

fresh fruit jelly cups and organic dried fruit. One was specially scheduled before the study leave of 

Form 6 students to add more happy moments to their school life. On the “Grand Joyful Fruit Day”, 

our students enjoyed not only the fresh fruit jelly cups, but also the three challenging games 

participated in by the four house representatives.  

 Parent volunteers have always served the PTA and the school whole-heartedly. They supervised F.1 

lunches, took photos and assisted in various PTA events. They were invited to attend the Parent 

Volunteers’ Sharing in order to get to know each other further and give feedback to the Parent ExCo 

on the activities held this year. 

 Parents’ Evenings 

 F.1 and F.2 Parents’ Evenings 

 To support students’ adaptation to secondary school life and learning, the parents and class 

teachers exchanged their views on the learning outcomes of the F.1 and F.2 students in the two 

parents’ evenings.   

 To assist F.1 parents with supporting their daughter’s learning new subjects, teachers from Life 

and Society, Geography, History, Chinese History and Integrated Science Departments shared 

their views on how to engage students in active learning in school and at home.  They presented 

the learning objectives and several strategic measures.   

 Parents of F.2 students were introduced ways to prepare for F.4 subject selection.   
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 Our school social workers, Ms Jenny Chan and Ms Angela Cheng offered F.1 and F.2 parents 

some practical advice on enhancing parent-child communication and building up students’ 

resilience. 

 The two evenings highlighted the importance of home-school collaboration, an indispensable 

foundation of education for the youth.  

 F.3 to F.6 Parents’ Evenings 

To prepare our students and parents for subject selection and equipping them with the latest 

information for making decisions on further studies and careers, F.3, F.4 and F.6 parents’ evenings 

were conducted on 10 May, 8 March and 26 January 2024 respectively.

 Form One Orientation Day  

It is our joyous event at the beginning of every year to welcome the newcomers and their parents to the St. 

Mary’s family.  Especially after three years of the pandemic, our Form One Orientation Day could be 

resumed as normal so that teachers, students and parents could meet face-to-face. 

It was the first time that our Form One girls dressed in the school uniform. The new cohort and their parents 

came with excitement as they would meet their class teachers, get acquainted with their new classmates 

and sit in the new classrooms. 

The day started with the welcoming speech made by the Principal, Ms Janet Wong, followed by our school 

social worker, Ms Jenny Chan sharing the tips with parents to help their daughters adapt to the secondary 

school life smoothly and happily. Then, Ms Clare Chan, together with three past students, Alexa Lau, Alicia 

Lau and Miriam Poon shared their experience and tips on having a balanced school life and a harmonious 

relationship with parents. Finally, our Vice-principals, Ms Jenny KM Chan and Ms Amanda Tang, together 

with our Discipline Mistress, Ms Clara Leung, shared the school’s expectation on quality St. Marians. These 

presentations were delivered to parents live in the Gymnasium and livestreamed in classrooms for students.   

 

Past Students Association (PSA) 

 As of 24th March 2024, the membership of the PSA stood at 7,978.

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Report on Sister School Exchanges 2023/24 

 

Name of the Mainland Sister School: Shanghai No.3 Girls’ High School上海巿第三女子中學 

 

  Part 1: Details of Exchange Activities 

 

A. Name and Nature of the Activities 

 o 16 students from F.3 to 4 levels went on a 4-day Shanghai Exchange Programme from 21st to 24th 

March 2024. 

o During our visit to the sister school, students attended lessons, conducted an AI workshop, 

participated in various cultural activities and went on excursions. 

B. Intended Objectives 

 o To broaden students’ horizons by deepening their understanding of the cultural, educational and 

economic development of Shanghai. 

o To foster social and communication skills by providing students with opportunities to interact with 

students with different backgrounds. 

o To promote teachers’ professional development and the exchanges between Shanghai and Hong 

Kong teachers. 

C. Evaluation Results 

 o Students’ academic horizons were broadened by experiencing different learning skills through 

attending lessons with local students.   

o Students developed essential skills such as creativity, problem-solving, and teamwork through 

collaboration with students from a sister school in hands-on projects during an interactive STEAM 

workshop. In this workshop, our students acted as instructors and tutors to guide students from the 

sister school in developing an AI-powered recycling bin. 

o Students had the opportunity to appreciate traditional Chinese architecture and had a comprehensive 

overview of China's artistic and cultural heritage. 

o The duration of the visit did not allow sufficient time for meaningful professional development of 

teachers. 

o In conclusion, the Shanghai tour was a resounding success. Feedback from students was 

overwhelmingly positive, highlighting the educational value, cultural experiences and personal 

growth they gained. Not only has the trip broadened their horizons, but also deepened their 

appreciation for Chinese culture and the global community. 

D. Reflection and Follow-up 

 o For the STEAM workshop, the intended goal was achieved. However, if more time is allowed in 

the school visit, a small-scale ideation session could be introduced to encourage further discussion 

of using AI or other STEAM technologies to help our society and the world. Students from both 

schools can select a challenge faced by those in need and brainstorm a STEAM solution to address 

the issue. 

o To enhance the professional development of teachers, it is suggested that teachers’ class observation 

could be arranged in future visits. By experiencing different classrooms environments, teachers 

hope to exchange their lesson designs and pedagogies, inspire one another to experiment with new 

approaches and incorporate fresh ideas into their teaching.
